Ride Share/Taxi: Direct your cars to drop off at the parking lot of the Great

Lakes Aquarium, and walk the path to Bayfront Festival Park.

Parking: There will be limited paid parking in the DECC parking lot.

Once you have checked in, enjoy our APN Marketplace: sample local goods

from our vendors and food trucks, relax in the shade, and plan your fest. You will

not be able to exit/re-enter the Marketplace or festival once you have been

wristbanded.
